- Fill the 100 job vacancies in the DEP (according to the DEP Office of Administration)  
- Investigate why the DEP has missed so many citations for violations of water pollution permits, and  
- Postpone all permits that allow waste or pollution to be dumped into our streams until the DEP has the capacity to adequately monitor the impact 
and enforce the law.
